Dragonflies and Damselflies in the Hull area
An article bpfrica Gomeand Richard Shillaker, Mlatural History Society and Yorkshire Dragonfly
Group

In 2019, the Hull Natural History Society and Yorkshire
Dragonfly Groupsurveyed the distribution of adult
damselflies and dragonflies in and around Hull, includi
villages such as Cottingham and WewWe were
helped by other local naturalists and members of the
public. Records were obtained for 19 species, with
breeding evidence for 14. There were 618 records,
including the first sighting of Willow Emerald Damselfl
in Southeast Yorkshire.

Ponds and lakes were found to be the most speciels
sites, the top site for the number of species being
Foredyke Green Pond (TA100348) with 11 species.

(7 species) and the River Hull (6 species). &y, the
Banded Demoiselle appeared to be widespread along
River Hull north of Clough Road, but only single
individuals were recorded, with no evidence of
breeding.

We will be conducting the survey again this year and &
welcome details or photograplhs sightings on
waterways and other wetlands, including garden pond
from our recording area (part of OS grid squares TA 02, 03, 12 and 13). Further records of Banded
Demoiselle, especially evidence of breeding (males displaying to females, copulatignaying),

are of particular interest. This species has gutlong flight season from raMay to early

September. Please also look out for the Large Red Damselfly because there were no records for
this common species in our area in 2019. lbisthe wing typically from mighpril to the end of

July, and is the only reldbdied Damselfly in Yorkshire.

initial information about what regional planning could mean for
Yorkshire and the North East.

More events will be held in due course, as Water Rases North
begins more detailed work to look at future water resources needs
not just for public water supply but also other sectors such as
agriculture and energy and, of course, our precious aquatic
environments.
